The Procurement commission kindly 
asks to the interested supplier pay 
attention to Section 6 “Reliance on the 
capacities of other persons” of the 
Procurement regulations, including 
the documents to be submitted;  

2) subcontractor, e.g., company who 
will deliver ECCS part of the 
Procurement contract.
